


A Matter of Justice
Member for Davenport, Iain Evans has hand delivered letters to the Premier and Attorney-General requesting immediate action to secure all evidence documents relating to the case of Mr Tom Easling.

Mr Easling has requested a Royal Commission or a Judicial Inquiry with the power of a Royal Commission.

“I strongly support the establishment of such an inquiry,” Mr Evans said.

The Rann Government must, as a matter of urgency, establish either a Judicial Inquiry or a Royal Commission into this shameful episode.

Prior to Mr Easling’s trial, documents were lost and others shredded. Today, the Government should put in place whatever measures are necessary to secure all existing material relating to Mr Easling’s case.

These measures should extend to all former agents or Government employees who dealt in any way with the Easling matter.

“Action by the Premier and Attorney-General is needed today,” Mr Evans said.
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
