

EVANS WELCOMES KRIS HANNA’S SUPPORT FOR EASLING INQUIRY
Tom Easling’s Local MP Iain Evans, today welcomes Independent MP Kris Hanna’s support of a Royal Commission-type inquiry into the Tom Easling Matter.

Mr Hanna is one of the first of a number of MPs expected to make public their support of a Royal Commission-type inquiry.

Mr Hanna was also one of the first to raise concerns about the quality of the investigation into Easling and now strongly supports a Royal Commission-type inquiry.

Easling was acquitted of all charges in a court case where it was revealed that documents were lost and shredded; only parts of interviews were tape recorded and no independent witnesses were present during interviews.

Mr Hanna joins Iain Evans MP and the Hon Robert Lawson MP who have publicly supported the establishment of a Royal Commission.

“The Easling investigation was unfair and not handled properly,” Mr Evans said.
The manner in which the Easling matter was conducted undermines the whole justice system in South Australia.

The Easling matter cannot be swept under the carpet. It needs a full, frank, independent investigation. 
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
