

Another DPP Statement for Attorney to Clarify
The Attorney-General Michael Atkinson needs to clarify another part of the statement made by the DPP on a radio program on Monday 4th August regarding the Tom Easling matter.
The DPP said:

“and its my information that not one complainant was given the name of another complainant during the investigation.”
However the court transcripts indicate as follows:

Q.
As I understand it, you’ve agreed that one of the investigators might have spoken to you about ‘X’.*
A.
That’s correct.

Q.
What was said by the investigator about ‘X’.

A. 
That he was another abused child.

And in another section of the transcript:
Q.
On the 30th August 2007 didn’t you tell Mr. Conte that it was Jeff Oats, the private investigator, who first rang you about Tom, and let slip that ‘X’ was being abused by Tom.

A.
Well it must have been Jeff then, yes.

The Attorney-General needs to clarify which is correct - the court transcript or the DPP.

*Note: I have used ‘X’ to replace the name used in the transcript. The transcript names the complainant.
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
