


Liberal Party Supports Easling Inquiry

The State Liberal Party has backed a call for a Royal Commission-type Inquiry into the Tom Easling investigation.

The Liberal Party has now adopted as policy it’s support for a Royal Commission-type Inquiry as requested by Mr Easling, following his acquittal of child sex abuse charges.

“The Tom Easling case needs to be subject of an Inquiry as there are major concerns about the quality of investigation,” Member for Davenport, Iain Evans, said.

Concerns have been raised about interviews being conducted without the tape recorder being turned on and what was discussed with witnesses during these times.

Concerns have also been raised that no notes were taken during interviews or were shredded by investigators and were therefore not available to the accused, the defence or the court.

In Parliament questions have been asked about the media tip-off and their subsequent attendance at Mr Easling’s home for his arrest at 6.30am on a Saturday morning. 
Questions have also been raised in Parliament about gifts given to complainants.

The Liberal Party supports the establishment of an Independent Commission Against Corruption (ICAC) to deal with this type of matter.

The lack of an ICAC in South Australia means a Royal Commission-type Inquiry is needed to investigate the Easling matter.

The justice system is South Australia needs to be fair.

The investigation into Tom Easling undermines the South Australian justice system and should not be accepted by the public or the Parliament.

The Liberal Party urges the Government to establish an Inquiry as soon as possible.
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
