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Rann Confirms his View that Witness Coaching is Corruption
Member for Davenport, Iain Evans, notes the Premier’s statement to Parliament that in his view the practise of witness coaching is corruption.
In answer to a question in Parliament the Premier twice indicated that he had views about witness coaching.

The Premier said, “The only corruption..…I am not sure whether it was a kangaroo court, but the fact is that we saw the coaching of witnesses.”
”..…I will just say that those involved….. in this exercise in coaching witnesses are bent as forks.” (Hansard, Thursday 27th November, 2008)
These statements are important as they indicate the Government view on witness coaching, an issue that has been raised as a major concern in the Easling matter.

One of the main reasons for calling for a Royal Commission-type Inquiry into the Easling matter is allegations about possible witness coaching.

Court transcripts show that some interviews with witnesses were not tape recorded. Some interviews with witnesses were only partly tape recorded. Notes of some interviews were either not taken or taken and shredded.

Mr Easling was acquitted of all charges.

Now that Premier has confirmed his and the Government’s view that witness coaching is a form of corruption I again call on the Government to establish a Royal Commission-type Inquiry into the Easling case as a matter of urgency.
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
