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And the difference is…?
What is the difference between the SAJC and Tom Easling?
When ‘The Supreme Court has heard the club has shredded all ballot papers and its lists of members who voted’ (Advertiser, p.1, 11/12/08) –the Government support an Inquiry.

When Government investigators admit in court to shredding evidence (notes of interviews) in the Tom Easling matter- the Government is silent.

If the Government supports and Inquiry into the SAJC then they should also support a Royal Commission-type Inquiry into the Easling matter.

The court transcript shows

Defence: 
So the bottom line is, when we look back at it, we’re left with your declarations, the running sheet, typed narrative statements and no other notes?

Investigator: 
That’s correct.

Defence:
For the whole of this investigation?

Investigator: 
Yes.

Defence: 
Everything else has been destroyed?

Investigator:
As far as I know

A Government cannot be concerned about alleged shredding of documentation in a private organisation and at the same time not be concerned about the shredding of evidence by its own agency.
I again call on the Government to establish a Royal Commission-type Inquiry into the Easling matter.
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
