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Cabinet Offered Easling Briefing
State Cabinet has been offered a briefing from Tom Easling’s legal team by Iain Evans, Shadow Minister for Families and Communities.
Mr Evans wrote to the Premier today offering cabinet a briefing by Lindy Powell QC and David Edwardson QC of Bar Chambers and Matt Selley of Illes Selley Lawyers.

It has been over eight months since Mr Easling, through his lawyers, made a submission to the Attorney-General in support of a Royal Commission into his case.

There has been no response from the Government.

Apart from the matters raised in the submission Mr Evans has spoken on a wide range of other issues in Parliament supporting the call for a Royal Commission.

The briefing has also been extended to the Parliamentary Labor Party.
“The briefing would allow Cabinet and the Labor Party to have a greater understanding of issues involved with the Easling case,” Mr Evans said.

“The Easling investigation was one of the worst investigations conducted in South Australia’s history.”
“Cabinet can not bury its collective head and hope it goes away or deny that it happened.”
“The Cabinet only has to look at the issues in the submission or raised in the Parliament to see that the investigation process was disgraceful and unacceptable in South Australia,” Mr Evans said.
The briefing would give cabinet a chance to clarify any issues it has about the Easling matter.
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
