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Making Bail Tougher for Arsonists
A Private Member’s Bill will make it harder for arsonists to obtain bail.
The Bill, proposed by Member for Davenport, Iain Evans, reverses the presumption of bail for those accused of arson.

Currently when people are charged with arson and they attend a bail hearing there is a presumption of bail and the prosecution has to argue why the accused does not deserve bail.

Under the Bill the presumption for bail is reversed.

For people charged with arson there will be a presumption against bail meaning their lawyers will have to argue why they deserve it. 

“This reversal of the presumption of bail will help send the message to arsonists that what they do will not be tolerated,” Mr Evans said.
The Bill will be introduced in the next week of Parliament sitting.
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
