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Cancelling Automatic Parole for Arsonists
Automatic parole for convicted arsonists will be abolished under a Private Member’s Bill proposed by Iain Evans, Member for Davenport.
Currently for many offences, including arson, where the sentence is less than five years, the law allows automatic parole.
“Why should arsonists get automatic parole?” said Mr Evans.
At the moment arsonists serving a sentence of less than five years do not even have to go before the parole board and convince them that they deserve parole.
Under the Bill automatic parole for convicted arsonists is abolished.

This means convicted arsonists will have to go before the parole board and convince the board they deserve parole.
This Bill compliments another Private Member’s Bill introduced by Iain Evans that reverses the presumption of bail for arsonists.

“These Bills are about making the community safer and sending a message to arsonists that what they do will not be tolerated,” Mr Evans said.
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
