Club One gives sporting bodies grants totalling more than $54,000

Club One, the State’s newest source of funding for sport, recreation and social clubs, has awarded its first Major Sponsorships, totalling more than $54,000, to 16 clubs. 

The largest sponsorship of $5,785 has gone to the East Torrens Payneham Baseball Club to assist in replacing and improving sun protection measures.

The Inman Valley Tennis Club has received $5,561 to purchase playground equipment for use by members’ children and the wider community, while the Glenelg Surf Life Saving Club has received $5,495 to assist in the purchase of a motor for an inflatable rescue boat.

Club One Chairman, Mr. David McLeod, said today that the recipient clubs greatly appreciated the assistance.

“For all of them, these sponsorships are more than welcome,” Mr. McLeod said.  “Club One has ushered in a new era in funding, and we have pledged to provide a continuing stream of funds through large and small sponsorships schemes.”

Mr. McLeod said that Club One proposed to make a total of up to $60,000 in major sponsorships available to clubs twice a year.  

“The next batch of Major Sponsorships will be announced later this year or early next year,” he said.  “Clubs wanting to be considered should put their applications in as soon as possible by telephoning Club One on 0413-449-356, or by enquiring at http://www.clubone.net.au .”

Club One is an independent body established by Act of Parliament, and for the past 16 months has been operating actively as a funding body.  It has already made available more than 60 small sponsorships of up to $500 each, and today’s announcement are the first of twice yearly Major Sponsorships it proposes to make in future.

“Club One appreciates the immense contribution that sporting, social and leisure clubs make to their communities,” said Mr. McLeod.  “They often work with little or no assistance and rely on local fund raising.  Therefore, Club One is delighted to play its part in assisting them. 

“We believe, that as a source of funding, we have the means to make life a little easier for these worthwhile clubs and look forward to doing so.  In making these first Major Sponsorships available, we have been assisted by Sport SA, which provided recommendations for about half of the sponsorships that we have announced today.”

Club One’s Major Sponsorships have also included the funding of rowing machines for Grange Surf Life Saving Club; purchasing toilets for the Hahndorf Rifle Club and the Two Wells Golf Club; a ‘Come and Try” programme for the Adelaide Baseball Club; expansion of the kindergym at the Murray Mallee Gymnastics Inc;  assistance towards establishing a new swimming club at Salisbury; assistance to the Mount Pleasant Pony Club; support and assistance to the Happy Valley Cricket Club; and training equipment and new targets for the Kidman Archers Inc and the Southern Vales Archery Club.
